· Drinks (at least 2) – NO Alcoholic Drinks Allowed 
· The inside of the menu must include at least three graphics.
· Cost of the item in US Dollars and in the foreign dollar amount.

· A description of each item listed on the menu.
· Restaurant Name must correspond to the country of choice.
· Include the address and phone number
